Quantity of entries: not more than 3 best works in each nomination and each age group from the country.

NOMINATION “ILLUSTRATION OT A FAIRY TALE”
Topic: National ideals of the world order expressed in a folk fairy tale.

Folk fairy tale is one of the ancient forms of the folk arts. It expresses people’s believe system, dreams and hopes. In fairy tales good always conquer evil, but for that fairy tales heroes go through trials, learn many things, get wisdom, help each other, forge relationships, do heroic acts.    
Choose a folk fairy tale, read it. Imagine the future of the characters: what would be the world, what would be their life when good conquered evil, imagine the world of peace, beauty, and harmony that heroes get as a reward for their efforts. Paint the brightest moment of the future you imagined. 
Write a short commentary for your illustration, not more than one page:

1) write the name of the fairy tale;

2) describe dreams and aspirations of the hero, describe the world the hero wants to live in;
3) what special qualities people living in that world have.

Illustration size: А3. 

Illustration technique: pencil, felt-tip pen, gouache, water colour, pastel.

Topic: Blue Bird
Animated film can be based or not based on the Meterlink’s fairy tale and tell about a dream; what is happiness; how to make our world better and live without wars or conflicts; how to become friends and help to those who need our help; how to find your own path in this life and bring benefit to people; how to save our world and its diversity.

Film duration – not more than 5 min.

Films created in 2010–2012 are accepted.
